Project ABLE (Adult Braille Literacy Empowerment) resulted in the development of a set of guidelines for braille literacy programs for adults.  The Braille Literacy Mentors in Training Project provided trainers-of-trainers workshops for experienced teachers of braille, enabling them to become mentors for less experienced teachers and to develop training programs for teachers in their home areas.  I managed a staff of five, coordinated the efforts of a team of thirteen, served as AFB's representative on the Braille Authority of North America, and was liaison to the National Braille Association.

As Regional Director I was responsible for administering a small office with a budget of approximately $200,000 annually. I supervised a small staff consisting of a regional consultant and a secretary, and coordinated the activities of the board and volunteers.

In Atlanta, I was successful in obtaining funds for the development of a Regional Resource Center, which was a technology demonstration center and a source of information and referral for the Southeast Region, housed in the regional office.
